Seaward of the Non-Trawl RCA: 

• Typical trip limits available 
• Typical gear restrictions 

Inside the Non-Trawl RCA: 
• Only stationary vertical jig 

gear or groundfish troll gear 
(50 CRF 660.330(b)(3)) 

• No lingcod, minor nearshore 
rockfish, cabezon or “other 
flatfish” 

• Reduced trip limits for minor 
shelf rockfish 

Shoreward of the Non-Trawl RCA 
• See California state 

regulations 



NEW Non-Trawl RCA closure of 
the 100-150 fm range around: 

• San Nicolas Island 
• Santa Barbara Island 
• Cortes and Tanner Banks 

Decreased vermilion/sunset rockfish 
trip limit for the open access sector
