Asof December 31, 2003, prdiminary estimates of North Atlantic swordfish landed in the fishing year
beginning June 1, 2003, and ending May 31, 2004, indicate that:

S 1,611,264 |bs dw have been landed in the directed category, or 76% of the quota for the

FIRST SEMIANNUAL period. Therefore, subject to late reports, NMFS estimates that
504,050 Ibs dw remains of the first semiannua quota.

S 196,645 Ibs dw have been landed in the directed category, or 9% of the quota for the
SECOND SEMIANNUAL period. Therefore, subject to late reports, NMFS estimates that
1,918,669 |bs dw remain to be landed through May 31, 2004.

S - Ibs dw have been landed in the incidental category, or 0% of the annual quota. Therefore,

subject to late reports, NMFS estimates that 659,920 |bs dw remains to be landed through
May 31, 2003.

Asof December 31, 2003, preliminary estimates of South Atlantic swordfish landed in the fishing year
beginning June 1, 2003, and ending May 31, 2004, indicate that:

S 0 Ibs dw have been landed in the directed category, or 0% of the annual quota. Therefore,

subject to late reports, NMFS estimates that 637,129 Ibs dw remain to be landed through
May 31, 2004.
