


 
 
Status Review/Research Completed or Underway: 
 NMFS conducted a status review after it was petitioned to list this species under the ESA, concluding that 
listing was not warranted (67 FR 61055).  However, NMFS retained the species on the candidate species list because 
of remaining concerns and uncertainties.  Now this species is considered to be a species of concern (rather than a 
candidate species).
