* “Highly migratory species” defined as tuna species, marlin,
oceanic sharks, sailfishes, and swordfish

e “Tuna species” defined as albacore, bigeye, bluefin,
skipjack, and yellowfin

Blackfin Tuna and the MSA (con't)

o MSA § 304(f) provides that for “fisheries under authority of more than
one council,” other than those addressed in 301(a)(3) and section
304(9g), the following:

“If any fishery extends beyond the geographical area of...any one
Councill, the Secretary may—

(A) Designate which Council shall prepare the FMP...; or

(B) may require that the plan and amendment be prepared jointly by
the Councils concerned...

Because MSA defines Atlantic tunas under Secretarial
authority to the species level (which doesn’t include
blackfin tuna), the Council process provisions apply
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
