NMFS An~ounces Additional Training Workshops for 
, . HMS Ele'Ct~"o~ic Dealer Reporting System 

This notice announces ten additional public traIning workshops on the new Atlantic HMS electronic 
. dealer reporting system' being implementeg in January 1,2013. The purPose of the workshops is to 
train HMS dealers how to use the new system and help ease the trans~tion from the current paper 
format to the new HMS electronic reporting system." 

On August 8, 2012 (77 FR 47303), we publishe(ta final rule in"the .. Federal Register that requires, 
among other things, Federal Atlantic swordfish, shark, and tunas d~alers (except for dealers 
reporting Atlantic bluefin tuna) to report receipt of Atlantic sharks, swordfish, and bigeye, albacore, 
yellowfin, and skipjack tunas through one centralized electronic reporting system. Under this new 
system, dealers'will submit HMS data electronically (instead of in a paper format) and include 
additional information that is necessary for management of HMS ~, vessel and logbook 
information). 

In order to give sufficient time for dealers to adjust to implementation ofthe new system and the 
additional requirements, we delayed implementation of the new HMS electronic reporting system for 
all federally-permitted HMS dealers until January 1,2013. AddItionally, we are conducting training 
workshops and outreach to dealers to teach them how to use the new HMS electronic reporting 
system. To date, we have conducted 11 training workshops in the Caribbean, Gulf ofMexico and 
Atlantic regions in order to introduce the new reporting system to HMS dealers. In this notice, we 
announce the date and location for one webinar and nine additIonal training workshops in the Gulf of 
Mexico and Atlantic regions in order to continue introducing HMS dealers to the new electronic 
system. We may announce additional training workshops at a future date;! 

This notice is a courtesy to the HMS fishery participants to help keep you informed about the 
fishery.
