. Dear Secretary Locke: 

During the spring and summer of 2009, the State ofMaine experienced a failure ofthe 
commercial shellpsh fishery, due to both extensive algal blqoms (red tide) and rainfall closums. 
At this point we have been able to take stock ofthe magnitude ofthe impact statewide, and as a 
result, I am requesting disaster assistance under Section 312 (8) ofthe Sustainable Fisheries Act 
amendment to the Magnuson-Stevens Act.

Red Tide: 

Red tide closures began in late Apri12009, and at the peak ofthe bloom, more than 97«'/0 of 
Maine's inshore shellfish resource was dosed to Harvest due to red tide. and l()()O,4 ofthe

event coUld be generally categorizecJ to be at least 50% more intense than the 2005 event. 

Flood Closures: 

According to the National Weather Service, the summer of2009 was the wetteSt in recorded 

hiex· ;.F.w.thp~Jime.e.vet,.Rortland m88S\Rd;eve.:20-~frain~doriiig~'::--- -,---- ­

meteorological summer (JUnc~ July & August), with a total of22.3! inches. Th.is was ~ than 

three inches greater than the previous-wettest summer, and more than twice the normal rainfall. 

Rainfall records in Portland go back to 1871. 


There were 42 days with ,measurable rainfall. which is nearly 11 days more than normal. There 

, were four times the normal number ofdays with over an inch ofmin, and each month ha4 a 24 ' 

hour period of more than three inches ofrain. 


The first flood closure was promulgated on April 3. 2009 and repealed on April 29) 2009. ' 
From June 12, 2009 until-the firiaJ'repeal on September 11. 2009 the majority of the Maine coast 
was'under a flood closure. (See attached listing oflegal notices with the specifications.) The 
Kennebec River has been closed for over 80 days in 2009. Jt was closed from April 29, 2009 to 
May 12. 2009 and: from June 22, 2009 to August 19,2009. .

According to research done by Dr. Kevin Athearn at the l,Jniversity ofMaiDe at Machias, in 2006 
the industry generated $29,9 million in direct output and $21.5 million in labor ineome from 
Sales ofsoft-shell clams, mahogany quahogs.. mussels, oysters. scallops. and hard clams. Dr. 
Athearn explained the importance of.the shellfisli industry to Maine's coastal economy in the
